· Proposal: T33 Lime (Common)- Remove epicormic Growth, Crown reduce to give 3 meters clearance to the property of 1 Butts Green, Crown reduce rest of the canopy by 1.5- 2.5 meters. - this is to clear the building and maintain shape.

· Proposal: Birch - (previously heavily reduced) - reduce upper crown by up to 2m by bringing longer stems back into canopy, reduce sides by about 1m.

· T10 - Raise Sycamore crown by removing lower branches to give more light to garden and neighbour. 
· T11 - Remove small Elm tree that is growing too close to neighbour's property.

· T4, T5, and T6 - reduce crown on northern side of Yew trees by 1.5m to allow light onto lawn.
