MINUTES
MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING HELD ON TUESDAY 22ND MAY 2018 AT 7.30PM AT THE MEMORIAL HALL.

APOLOGIES
Apologies were received from David & Penny Toop, David & Karen Wright and Councillor Kirsty Davis.
SIGNING OF THE MINUTES
The minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on Thursday 25th May 2017, were signed by the chairman Arthur Greaves as a true record and proposed by Jude Townley and seconded by Pam Freeman.
OPENING OF THE MEETING 
Chairman Arthur Greaves opened the meeting promptly at 7.30pm, and thanked everyone for coming, he also thanked the ladies of the William Westley PTA for providing us with teas and coffees throughout the evening.
Chairman reminded everyone that all reports were available on the tables for those who have not yet seen them.
 Chairman commented on recently revised bus timetable for the 7A, this will be available on the website and posted on notice boards.
Chairman remined everyone of the recent safety information received from IWM at Duxford prior to the Duxford festival on the bank holiday weekend. Again all notices will be published on the website.
A brief presentation was received from Meg Holland on behalf of the Whittlesford Society. The presentation was to recap on this year’s anniversary of marking 100 years since the end of WW1. This would be marked with an event of visiting 10 locations and a guided walk. Further details can be found in Meg’s full report or on the Whittlesford society website.
A County and District report was presented by Councillor Topping.
It was then suggested that we went on to open forum and returned for an update on the neighbourhood plan later in the evening.
OPEN FORUM
Tim Stone asked about the breakdown of the bank balances that the parish council hold, how much of it was reserved and how much was available. 
A full financial statement of accounts were available, and included bank reconciliation and a full breakdown of bank balances. This information was also available on whittleweb, under the minutes of 8th May 2018.
Ian Beeby asked about an official bus stop on the east side of Station Rd as no one seemed to know where exactly the official stop was. 
The Chairman advised Mr Beeby that the revised timetable no longer incorporated a bus stop on the east side of Station Rd, but would change to Station Rd (west).
Ian Beeby also commented on the recent and newly resurfaced footpath on Mill Lane, on how long it took, he felt it took a lot longer than necessary.
The parish council were very happy with the resurfaced footpath and were very grateful to the County Council for doing a splendid job.
Cherry Wilson commented on Richmond coaches going into Station Rd (west) instead of (east). Sat navs often get the 2 round the wrong way.
Michael Kilpatrick once again referred to the proposed reduction of speed limit on Duxford Rd from 40mph to 30mph, asking why the whole of Duxford Rd wasn’t going to be reduced to 30mph. 
The Chairman’s response to Mr Kilpatrick’s question was that highways had told him that they didn’t feel it was a built up enough area.
Mr Kilpatrick challenged the fact that Hinton Way in Great Shelford does not have houses on both sides of the road but still manged to get a speed reduction from 40 to 30. 
Mr Kilpatrick also commented on the cycle build outs also proposed for Duxford Rd, regarding the gap to allow cyclists to pass through without having to go into the centre of the road. 
Mr Kilpatrick and Colin and Barbra Davis asked that special attention was made to the build up of debris that often collects in this narrow cycle width, as this makes it difficult and dangerous to cyclist’s to pass if there is mud on the road.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Parish Clerk to monitor this and ask that we have the road sweeper visit more regularly.
Mr Kilpatrick also asked if a pedestrian crossing could be installed at the far end of Duxford Rd, close to the junction of Royston Rd and Station Rd.
This would be forwarded to highways for their views.
LHI Bid for 2018/19
The process is underway for ideas of an area of the village that is in need of attention. The parish council will be discussing this further at its next meeting on 12th June, and reporting in the LOOK magazine for possible ideas.
Neighbourhood Plan Update
A brief update on the neighbourhood plan was given by Councillor Peter Topping.
Admin assistant Trudie Davidson has now replaced Jo Denny, and further drop in sessions are planned for both ends of the village from The Bees in the Wall to the Red Lion. 
Paul Eccleston gave a brief update on behalf of the lawn Trust, by saying that a great deal of tree work is required on the lawn with many trees now over 100 years old , many are diseased and requiring attention. The logs from trees that are felled will be offered for sale, by means of giving a donation to help cover the costs of the tree felling.
The lawn trusts other news was that the planned work for the new play area was to begin on 19th June  and it was hoped to be finished by the end of summer term of 19th July.
Chairman Arthur Greaves once again thanked everyone for attending the meeting and the meeting closed at 9pm.
The date of the next Annual Parish meeting is scheduled for Tuesday 21st May 2019, but this is yet to be confirmed.
