 MEETING HELD ON TUESDAY 12TH SEPTEMBER 2017
MINUTES
PRIOR TO THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING, THERE WAS A BRIEF TRUSTEES MEETING WHICH BEGAN AT 7.15PM, TO APPROVE THE MEMORIAL HALL ACCOUNTS AND RECENT AUDIT. CHAIRMAN ARTHUR GREAVES SIGNED THE ACCOUNTS AND NO MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC WERE PRESENT AT THIS POINT.

ITEM 1 . APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE – Jan Holmes.
ITEM 2. DECLARATION OF INTEREST IN ANY AGENDA ITEM
Kirsty Davis declared an interest in planning application of 44 North Road.
ITEM 3. SIGNING OF THE MINUTES
The minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 16th August were signed by the chairman as a true record.
ITEM 4. MATTERS ARISING
After great discussion at the meeting held in August, regarding better access to the Baulks footpath via the iron gates at North Rd, it was agreed that the gates should remain locked as not to make the church venerable but to remove the single pedestrian iron gate and post, to allow wider access for prams, pushchairs and mobility scooters. Parish clerk to arrange for this to done.
The chairman received a revised quote for the restoration of our village sign to due rot found in the wood once work had begun, it was agreed that work should continue with the Carter family.
MD Landscapes will revert back to strimming of the footpaths as needed along with his current contract of verge cutting.
There is still a tree down on the footpath via Whippletree to Spinney Hill Farm and parish clerk is to arrange for Mark Lewis to remove this.
ITEM 5. OPEN FORUM
Tim Stone asked if the parish council could repair or replace the litter bin next to the bus shelter on the Lawn. Paul Eccleston- chairman of the Lawn Trust said that the Lawn were in the process of receiving 4 new litter bins.
A resident from Hill Farm Road had sent a letter to the chairman and attended the meeting with regards to speeding on Hill Farm Rd. Vice Chairman Tim Teversham had already set up the speed monitor at Hill Farm Rd and we will monitor the data of traffic and speed over the next coming month and report back with data.
ITEM 6. LAWN TRUST FUNDING/FUNDRAISING FOR NEW PLAY EQUIPMENT.
The Parish Council invited the Chairman of the Lawn Trust to the meeting to discuss fundraising options available for new play equipment on the Lawn. The Lawn Trust is looking into several funding options, including the Community Chest fund, and the Parish Council is also to check on funding that may be used. 
The Parish Council had also received complaints regarding inconsiderate parking on and around the Lawn, especially at weekends when the Warriors were using the Lawn for matches. The chairman of the Lawn Trust agreed that he would speak to every club user to resolve this ongoing problem, and it was suggested that they make better use of Sue Gardeners meadow for parking on such big events.
The Parish Council also discussed with the chairman of the Lawn Trust procedures that should be followed, should we ever find ourselves in the same situation as Stapleford and Duxford parish when travellers descended upon their village. SCDC have released procedures and guidelines to follow and Councillor Topping will be our first port of call.
ITEM 7. SECTION 106 FUNDING – RE: EARLY YEARS
Councillor Peter Topping chaired a meeting at William Westley School, where he invited Rob Lewis along from Cambridgeshire County Council, to discuss options of where the section 106 funding from the Station Rd redevelopment site would be allocated.
ITEM 8. ISSUES REGARDING ROADS/PAVEMENTS
Councillor Will Thomas had expressed his concerns of the current state of the pavement footpaths from Middlemoor Rd through to North Rd. Increasing concerns regarding the very narrow strip of footpath from the Water company sub station on North Rd down to the houses just before the Bees in the Wall. The hedgerow is very overgrown and has encroached onto the footpath which leaves very little room to walk safely given that you are so close to the road, he also expressed his concerns of the speeding traffic that enters North Rd from Shelford Rd. Parish Clerk to contact Bidwells who are the management company for the land previously belonging to Spicers to ask that the hedge be cut right back to the boundary fence.
Another concern was the footpath which begins just after the Bees in the Wall car park/spicers farm entrance and runs along North Rd to the iron gates at the start of the Baulks path to the church. It would appear that this stretch of path has been reduced due to the grass growing over the path, and the footpath is now very narrow and when the grass is long and wet it makes walking this path difficult. Parish Clerk to arrange for the grass to be cut back from the path.
The pavement from the start of the Baulks path up to Radeguns is in a very poor state and yet again the Ivy has encroached down the bank and reduced the overall width of this path, again this leaves pedestrians little option to walk the path safely on route to school.
Many chose to take an alternative route via the Baulks path through the churchyard for safety reasons.
Councillor Jude Townley suggested that we list all the footpaths that are in need of repair and then prioritise them.
Parish Clerk to arrange to meet with Highways Officer Peter Taylor, together with the Chairman and Councillor Topping to discuss these footpaths. 
ITEM 9. HIGHWAYS LHI BID FOR 2017/18
The Parish Council briefly discussed which area we would put forward for this years LHI bid. We are still in the process of awaiting work to be carried out on Duxford Rd from our successful LHI bid from 2016/17. Duxford Rd will shortly see traffic islands and a reduction in the speed limit from 40 to 30 as you enter the village at the Moorfield Rd junction. Suggestions from the public are very welcome and we have already received many via the Whittlesord Parish Council Facebook page. Our application has to be in by midnight on the 15th October. The Parish Council will discuss this further at the next meeting on 10th October. In the meantime, all councillors to send clerk their 3 priorities of areas of the village that need attention.
