ITEM 1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were received from Philip James.
ITEM 2. DECLARATION OF INTEREST
Chairman Arthur Greaves, Tim Teversham and Ken Macdonald all declared an interest in this application as their parish council representation to the Lawn Trust could be considered as a conflict of interest. 
Neither Arthur, Tim or Ken Macdonald participated in the discussion or voted.
ITEM 3. MINUTES
An Extra Ordinary meeting of planning was called to discuss the planning application of 50 Duxford Road only, therefore NO previous minutes were applicable to approve.
ITEM 4. TO DISCUSS PLANNING APPLICATION  - Planning Ref : 21/00650/HFUL 
Planning application : Planning Ref : 21/00650/HFUL – 50 Duxford Road dated 10th March 2021 was received by the parish council shortly after our previous meeting of 9th March. 
The Parish Council requested an extension to the planning decision date in order for it to be discussed at the following parish meeting of 13th April, but unfortunately the planning officer could not allow an extension of this date.
The Parish Council therefore called an extra ordinary meeting to discuss the application.
After much discussion members of the parish council present agreed they could not support this application for the following reasons.
1) The dimensions given for the proposed extension would increase the size of the original building by approx. 75% and the current size by about 55% leading to a dominant appearance compared with neighbouring properties on Duxford Road.
2) The height and the depth of the proposed 2 storey extension to the rear of the property would lead to substantial loss of light to the kitchen of 48 Duxford Road exacerbated by the fact that Duxford Road is on a rising gradient at this point and 50 Duxford has a higher base height than 48 Duxford Road.
3) 48 Duxford Road would also experience a substantial increase in shadowing of the property and garden should the extension be built.
4) The Parish Council request that the SCDC Environmental Officer pays a site visit to assess both the loss of light and shadowing aspects of the above objection.
5) Should the Planning Officer be minded to recommend approval of the application, the Parish Council ask that prior to any final decision. A site visit should be made by the SCDC Planning Committee.

Clerk to email report to Planner Officer by tomorrow (Friday 26th March) as agreed. 
No other planning items were scheduled to be discussed at this meeting.
