REVIEW OF THE EFFICTIVENESS OF THE SYSTEM OF INTERNAL CONTROL
IN PREPERATION OF THE ANNUAL GOVENANCE STATEMENT 2020/21
FOR WHITTLESFORD PARISH COUNCIL

All members of the Whittlesford Parish Council present at Finance Meeting held on Tuesday 25th May 2021 confirm that they have read the following statement, were free to ask or challenge any statement made, satisfied with answer provided and confirm the statement to be a true account of Internal Control of parish finances as set out by the Parish Clerk / RFO Marie Swann who carried out the following review in May 2021 in preparation of the Annual Governance Statement.  
The requirements of the statement, as laid out by the external auditor are shown in bold, our responses are in normal type.

We have put in place arrangements for effective financial management during the year, and for the preparation of the accounting statements.
1. We have prepared its accounting statements in accordance with the Accounts and Audit Regulations. We have provided appropriate accounting records throughout the year.
Monthly presentation to all councillors of all accounts to be paid and all payments received are presented at each parish council meeting. All accounts are approved at the monthly meeting before any accounts are paid.
Cheques are hand written by the Clerk and signed by Arthur Greaves and Ken Winterbottom. The Clerk is an authorised third signatory if either of the main signatories are absent. All cheques require 2 signatures at all times.

1. The authority (Whittlesford Parish Council) has complied with financial regulations, payments were supported by invoices, all expenditure was approved and VAT was appropriately accounted for.
Monthly figures of accounts to pay and accounts received are presented to all councillors, and Chairman Arthur Greaves and Councillor Ken Winterbottom are presented with all invoices to support these accounts. All expenditure is approved and VAT is accounted for where necessary by the Clerk.
1. The authority (Whittlesford Parish Council) assessed the significant risks to achieving its objectives and has reviewed the adequacy of arrangements to manage these.
We have maintained an adequate system of internal control and reviewed its effectiveness. We accept responsibility for safeguarding the public money and resources.
1. The Precept requirement resulted from an adequate discussion and budgetary process, progress against the budget was regularly monitored, and reserves were appropriately accounted for.
The Precept requirement and budgetary process were adequately discussed and reviewed at Finance meeting of 24th November 2020. There was NO increase to the precept for the current year and the Clerk continued to regularly monitor all expenditure in line with the current budget. Both the precept and budget will be reviewed at finance meeting of 23rd November 2021.  
1. Expected income was fully received. Based on correct prices, properly recorded and promptly banked, and VAT appropriately accounted for.
Income was higher than expected as set out in previous predictions to the budget. This was due to an unforeseen increase in burials which raised the predicted income received from the parish cemetery. All income from allotments and farm tenancies was banked accordingly.
No VAT on any income.
1. Petty Cash payments were properly supported by receipts, all petty cash expenditure was approved and VAT appropriately accounted for.
All Petty Cash expenditure (used mainly to support necessary payments in relation to the Community Fund) were supported by invoices / receipts and  approved by Chairman Arthur Greaves, Councillor Ken Winterbottom and overseen by Parish & District Councillor Richard Williams. 
No VAT on any petty cash invoices or receipts were claimed.
1. Salaries to employees and allowances to members were paid in accordance with the authority’s approvals and PAYE and NI requirements were properly applied.
  Salaries and allowances to employees were supported by a monthly payroll   statement clearly showing PAYE, NI and pension contributions, a monthly pay slip is provided and approved by Chairman Arthur Greaves and Councillor Ken Winterbottom. All itemised on the monthly accounts sheet provided to all councillors at each monthly meeting.
1. Asset, Statement of accounts and Investment Registers were complete, accurate and properly maintained.
The Asset register is generally reviewed by the clerk annually and any new purchases are added. Taking on board the external auditors comments in relation to the value of assets and depreciation values, these have been amended on the register. An up to date asset register has been sent to all councillors and is available for both internal and external audits if required. 
The register now shows land managed by the parish council and income received. For insurance purposes only all assets now show an estimated and approx. costing to replace the item and all assets show a current value of £1. 
A Statement of accounts is given to all councillors on a twice annual basis in May and November. Investment statements (mainly NS & I) are provided to all councillors in the form of a Statement of accounts at finance meetings and a statement of account are also shown in the end of year accounts.
1. End of year-end bank account reconciliations were properly carried out.
End of year bank reconciliation was carried out by the Clerk / RFO ensuring that the correct opening and closing figures were used and implemented into the statements provided. 

1. Accounting statements prepared during the year were prepared on the correct basis of (receipts and payments or income and expenditure), agreed to the cash book, supported by an adequate audit trail from underlying records and where appropriate debtors and creditors were properly recorded.
Monthly account statements were prepared on the basis of receipts and payments and supported by an adequate audit trail.
1. If the authority (Whittlesford Parish Council) certified itself as exempt from a limited assurance review would it meet the exemption criteria and correctly declared itself exempt.

1. During the summer of 2020 this authority (Whittlesford Parish Council) has correctly provided the proper opportunity for the exercise of public rights in accordance with the requirements of the Accounts and Audit Regulations.

1. Summary and Appointment of Internal Auditor

In May 2019 Whittlesford Parish Council appointed Mr Paul Tibble to act as our internal accounts reviewer to give an independent summary. Mr Tibble a qualified Chartered Management Accountant, an independent resident member of the parish and Treasurer for the Whittlesford Memorial Hall. Mr Tibble will complete page 3 of the 6 page document together with a written summary of the audit carried out.

PARISH CEMETERY
The Parish Cemetery land was gifted to the Parish Council by H Spicer. 
The Parish Cemetery is both managed and maintained by the Parish Council.
The Parish Council receives a variable income, mainly from the purchase of Exclusive Rights of Burials and Interment fees. Other related fees come from the installation of headstones.
All fees are paid to the council by the funeral director / monumental mason.
All income received contributes to the annual maintenance costs of the Cemetery.
An annual maintenance contract is in place with outgoing costs of £1,680.

WAR MEMORIAL
In 1919 a Piece of land was gifted by the Tickell family to the Parish Council to house a War Memorial. The Parish Council are responsible for the upkeep of the war memorial with cleaning costs of around £2,000 every 5 years together with a small garden area to maintain and a yew hedge which acts as a back drop to the memorial. Additional annual maintenance costs are approx. £250.


FARM TENANCIES
The Parish Council have two Farm Tenancies.
The Old Recreation Ground
The Old Recreation Ground at Vicarage Lane (approx. 5 acres) was gifted land from H Spicer and was originally intended for recreational purposes only. After many years a new and larger piece of land was acquired from the District Council (Now known as the Lawn) and this replaced the old recreation land at Vicarage Lane. The land returned to agricultural land and a farm tenancy was introduced. The Parish Council receives an annual income of £387.50. There are No outgoing costs.
Stonehill Field
Stonehill field at Hill Farm Road is (approx. 3 acres) of gifted land and gives an annual income to the parish council of £255.50. There are No outgoing costs.

ALLOTMEMNTS
Allotment land at Newton Road was gifted to the Parish Council by the District Council for a peppercorn rent. 
There are approx. 60 allotment plots which generate a variable annual income of between £1,200 - £1,400.
An annual maintenance contract is in place with outgoing costs of £1,920.

MAYNARDS OPEN SPACE
The Maynards Open Space was a piece of land gifted by McAlpine to the Parish Council as a green open space. In 1994 Section 106 money was awarded to the parish council to establish the open space and to cover regular maintenance. The remaining 106 money was invested and is set aside for outdoor projects within the parish.
An annual maintenance contract is in place with outgoing costs of £2,180. 
No additional income is received for the open space.
NEWTON ROAD OPEN SPACE
Newton Road Open Space was once allotment land owned by the District Council.
In the year 2000, The District Council allowed the Parish Council to use the land as a safe area away from the road for children to play.
In 2016 a total of 10 new homes were built and excess land behind was to be gifted to the parish council to make the original open space larger. Section 106 money awarded from the District Council was to develop the land into a green open space and provide some play equipment. 
An annual maintenance contract is in place with outgoing costs of around £1,700.
No income is received for the open space. All play equipment are assets of the parish council.
