ITEM 1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were received from Richard Redman, Michael Kilpatrick, Felicity de Vries and Emma Dunn.

ITEM 2. TO DISCUSS THE UPDATE ON THE PROPOSED DUAL USE CYCLE WALKING PATH ON DUXFORD ROAD AND TO DISCUSS OBTAINING AN INDEPENDENT SAFETY ASSESSMENT.
The Parish Council held an extraordinary meeting to discuss obtaining an independent safety assessment of the proposed cycling/walking path on Duxford Road.
This followed a meeting with the County Council where they made clear that they intended to press on with the path despite safety concerns that the Parish Council had raised.
The Parish Council is in favour of improving cycling facilities in the village but has serious concerns about the safety of the proposed path as it crosses over the driveways of houses on Duxford Road near Station Road West. 
We have tried to engage with the County Council to address these concerns but do not feel that the Council is prepared to make any significant changes to the path nor that it has been able or willing to provide evidence to suggest the path would be safe in terms of visibility for cars turning into and out of driveways as they crossed the proposed path and in terms of the slope of the path across its width as it passes certain houses.

After a full discussion the Parish Council decided unanimously to obtain an independent safety report into the proposed path.

Meeting closed at approximately 8.15pm.
