All Members of Whittlesford Parish Council were summoned to attend for the following business to be transacted.

ITEM 1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
None
ITEM 2. DECLARATION OF INTEREST
Marc van Niekerk declared a personal interest in item 12.
ITEM 3. SIGNING OF THE MINUTES
The minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council and the Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council both held on Tuesday 12th May were signed as a true record.
ITEM 4. MATTERS ARISING
Chair, Vice-Chair and Clerk met with the Internal auditor for an independent review of the parish accounts prior to the accounts undergoing an internal audit. The accounts are now submitted to the External auditors.
Dog bin at Vicarage Lane has now been replaced.
ITEM 5. ANNOUNCEMENTS FROM THE CHAIR 
Chair announced that he met with Highways to discuss outstanding matters at Newton Road. A problematic sunken dip at Newton Road has been visible for some time and reported on several occasions. Highways confirmed that they will be investigating this further, and work is expected to be within 1 to 2 months. Also agreed was the reinstating of the while lining and dragon teeth at Newton Road.
ITEM 6. OPEN FORUM 
It was noted that the allotment gate had been lifted off the hinges. Some locking pins will be added, and the gate is to be rehung, and key code lock moved up the gate for added security.

Woodland Initiative
Cambridgeshire County Council is inviting communities, landowners and farmers to come forward if they have land suitable for new woodland, hedgerow creation, and nature recovery, as part of a campaign to rebuild the county’s depleted tree cover.
Cambridgeshire is one of the most tree‑depleted counties in England, with intensive agriculture and the loss of traditional hedgerows leaving habitats fragmented and wildlife increasingly isolated.
The Woodland Creation project, led by Cambridgeshire County Council and funded by the Forestry Commission, aims to reverse this trend by increasing tree and woodland canopy cover and expanding hedgerows across the county, to open up potential opportunities, such as agroforestry.
The project delivers a wide range of benefits including climate resilience, carbon storage, flood management, improved biodiversity, cleaner air and better public health.
The initiative directly aligns with the council’s ambition for a green and sustainable Cambridgeshire, helping to expand and better connect woodland and hedgerow networks across the county and to restore nature.
Woodland creation will ensure new planting strengthens ecological networks and delivers maximum benefit for both wildlife and people. By creating new woodland and hedgerow corridors, the project aims to support thriving nature, manage flooding more effectively, store carbon and create healthier, more resilient landscapes.

This campaign also links closely with Cambridgeshire County Council’s ‘Nature Recovery – From the Ground Up’ project, which supports local communities to develop their own Community Nature Recovery Plans, helping people identify and deliver nature recovery projects that matter most to them while informed by the Local Nature Recovery Strategy.
The Council is now inviting expressions of interest from community and parish groups, landowners and farmers with land of 0.5 hectares or more that may be suitable for tree planting, woodland creation, hedgerow improvement or wider nature recovery initiatives.
Priority will be given to:
· Lower‑grade agricultural land
· Sites next to existing habitats such as woodland, wetlands or meadows
· Land that can help connect ecological networks across Cambridgeshire.
Those interested are encouraged to complete the secure online form by 30 June 2026 for the 2026/27 planting season. Further information about the offers to support the delivery of these woodlands will be available over the next couple of months: Woodland Creation | Cambridgeshire County Council


Quality of Life Survey
Cambridgeshire County Council has launched its annual Quality of Life survey, inviting residents to share their views on life in Cambridgeshire and the issues that matter most to them and their communities.
The survey supports the council’s vision of a healthy, fair and sustainable Cambridgeshire, where everyone can thrive now and in the future.
The survey helps the council and its partners understand residents’ experiences and priorities across the county.
By gathering feedback from a large and representative cross‑section of communities, the findings provide valuable insight to support business planning, policy development, and decision‑making, as well as helping to understand how changes to public services are affecting people’s lives.
This insight is used to help shape the council’s Business Plan and Budget, tracking progress against the council’s Strategic Framework ambitions over time.
The online and telephone survey will capture the views of around 5,500 residents and is being delivered in partnership with Cambridge Ahead and the Cambridgeshire and Peterborough Combined Authority.
The 20‑minute survey is being carried out by independent market research company Thinks Insight, which aims to speak to a representative sample of approximately 1,100 residents aged 18 and over in each of Cambridgeshire’s five district areas, ensuring a broad and balanced range of perspectives.
Residents will be asked about a range of topics, including life and community, transport, health and wellbeing, children and young people, and perceptions of the council and its services.
Previous survey findings have shown that many residents feel happy, safe and have a strong sense of belonging, with Cambridgeshire widely seen as a good place to raise children.
They have also highlighted areas where residents would like to see improvement, such as road and pavement maintenance, the cost of living, and mental health and loneliness.

The survey will remain open into the summer and close on 5 August 2026, after which responses will be analysed and shared with councillors and the public in the autumn.
The results will help inform council discussions and priorities for the years ahead.
Residents who are contacted directly will be approached by the council’s commissioned research service, Field Locker, who will identify themselves as working on behalf of Cambridgeshire County Council and provide contact details for verification.
Participants will not be asked for identifying personal details or any financial information.

ITEM 8. EAST WEST RAIL
Whittlesford Parish Council agreed to join the East West Rail Group which has been set up by Haslingfield Parish Council with membership fees of £50.
Whittlesford Parish Council is to submit its objection to the route that it intends to transport heavy vehicle movements through Whittlesford and Newton.
ITEM 9. RE-ADOPT LGA STANDING ORDERS AND CODE OF CONDUCT
Whittlesford Parish Council re-adopted the Local Government Association Standing Orders and Code of Conduct at meeting of 9th June.
ITEM 10. ADOPT RESERVE POLICY
Whittlesford Parish Council also adopted a reserve policy. The Policy sets out what money is earmarked and set aside for upcoming projects as well as reserve funding that the council is obliged to retain for emergencies.
The Policy is now available on the parish website for the public to view.
ITEM 11. TO DISCUSS AND APPROVE THE APPLICATION OF A NEW BANK ACCOUNT TO REPLACE THE NS & I ACCOUNT
Whittlesford Parish Council agreed at recent finance meeting that it would move the funds held in the NS & I account to a saving account that gave a better interest rate. The agreed saver account will be opened with Redwood Bank. Clerk to set up the account and both Chair and Vice-chair will be signatories.

ITEM 12. TO DISCUSS GRANT APPLICATION FROM WHITTLESFORD WARRIORS
Whittlesford Parish Council considered a grant application from Whittlesford Warriors U10’s for a new season football kit and equipment. Whittlesford Parish Council awarded funding of £853.93.

ITEM 13. TO DISCUSS QUOTATION FOR REPLACEMENT LITTER BIN
Having previously received a request to replace the litter bin outside of the village shop, it became apparent that the bin was not the property of the parish council and therefore it was not the responsibility of the parish council to replace it.
ITEM 14. TO DISCUSS ‘WELCOME TO WHITTLESFORD LETTER’
South Cambs District Council sent out a template Welcome pack to all parishes which is designed to welcome new residents to the village and gives them all the information that they might find useful.
Whittlesford Parish Council agreed this would be something of interest to new residents and could also publish the ‘Welcome to Whittlesford Annual Tea Party’ date and venue alongside the Welcome pack.

ITEM 15. PLANNING REPORT
Planning reference: 26/01699/HUL
Proposal: Demolition of existing garage and rear flat roofed room and the erection of single storey front, side and rear extensions and rear roof extension to add first floor accommodation.
Site address: 126 Duxford Road Whittlesford.

Whittlesford Parish Council supported this application.

Planning Reference: 26/00612/FUL
Proposal: Installation of 2 jet washes
Site address: Aerodrome Service Station Royston Rd Duxford.
Whittlesford Parish Council objected to this application for the following reasons:
Objection 1- noise pollution preventing reasonable use of enjoyment of the gardens and impact on bedrooms during summer months (windows open) and weekends. We do not accept the technical rebuttal from the applicant that the noise from the jet washes would actually be lower than the ambient noise.
The jet washes were removed from the original application 23/01609/FUL to address Environmental Health concerns and therefore allow the application to proceed. Those environmental concerns remain despite the technical rebuttal from the applicant.
Objection 2 - jet washes will significantly reduce the number of parking bays on the facilities resulting in increased traffic safety issues. The site is already experiencing a large number of vehicles, to access the commercial facilities on site rather than for fuel.
This traffic is already outgrowing the available parking bays. Removing a significant number of the parking bays will cause additional congestion on site that could spill onto the highway and create a safety hazard.
